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Technique 

ÅEUS of sub-epithelial lesion not always easy 

ÅHave good endoscopic images available or start with 

endoscopic inspection (deflate completely at the end) 

ÅUse balloon on scope (both radial and linear) 

ÅUse linear EUS-scope on all lesions (> 2cm)  

ÅCarefully examine ñtransition-zoneò 

ÅMeasure in different directions 

ÅCheck for surrounding lymfadenopathy 
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EUS characteristics 

Cause Layers EUS appearance 

Ext. impression Outside Anything 

Carcinoid 2 and/or 3 Hypoechoic/mixed 

GIST 2 or 4 Hypoechoic 

Lipoma 3 Hyperechoic 

Cyst 3 Anechoic (gain?) 

Leiomyo(sarc)oma 4 Hypoechoic

ÅBeware of FNA Ą infection Ą mortality
